Lifting and moving the TV

Please note the following advice to prevent the

TV from being scratched or damaged and for safe

transportation regardless of its type and size.

* It is recommended to move the TV in the box or
packing material that the TV originally came in.

« Before moving or lifting the TV, disconnect the
power cord and all cables.

* When holding the TV, the screen should face away
from you to avoid damage.

» Hold the side and bottom of the TV frame firmly.
Make sure not to hold the transparent part,
speaker, or speaker grill area.

« When transporting a large TV, there should be at
least 2 people.

» When transporting the TV by hand, hold the TV
as shown in the following illustration.

» When transporting the TV, do not expose the TV
to jolts or excessive vibration.

Securing the TV to a Wall

(Depending on model)

1 Insert and tighten the eye-bolts, or TV brackets
and bolts on the back of the TV.

2 Mount the wall brackets with the bolts to the
wall. Match the location of the wall bracket and
the eye-bolts on the rear of the TV.

3 Connect the eye-bolts and wall brackets tightly
with a sturdy rope. Make sure to keep the rope
horizontal with the flat surface.

+ Use a platform or cabinet that is strong and large
enough to support the TV securely.

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Mounting to the Wall

Attach an optional wall mount bracket at the rear

of the TV carefully and install the wall mount
bracket on a solid wall perpendicular to the

floor. When you attach the TV to other building
materials, please contact qualified personnel. LG
recommends that wall mounting be performed by

a qualified professional installer. We recommend
the use of LG’s wall mount bracket. LG's wall mount
bracket is easy to move with cables connected.
When you do not use LG’s wall mount bracket,
please use a wall mount bracket where the device
is adequately secured to the wall with enough
space to allow connectivity to external devices. It is
advised to connect all the cables before installing

fixed wall mounts.

+ For more information of screws and wall
mount bracket, refer to the Separate
purchase.

If you intend to mount the product to

a wall, attach VESA standard mounting
interface (optional parts) to the back of
the product. When you install the set to
use the wall mounting bracket (optional
parts), fix it carefully so as not to drop.
When mounting a TV on the wall, make
sure not to install the TV by hanging the
power and signal cables on the back of the
TV.

Do not install this product on a wall if it
could be exposed to oil or oil mist.

« Should use the enclosed anchors and screws on
crack-free concrete walls.

« Never install the product on a plasterboard or
wall made of paper or medium-density fiberboard
(MDF). When it is necessary to install the product
on such wall, anchor screws must be fastened to
retaining walls (concrete) or wood Stud inside the
finishing material.

« The wall mount should be attached to a stud. This

usually will not be a problem, but depending on

individual circumstances, there may be cases
when the ability to mount into a stud is not
possible. In this case, there are a variety of
drywall anchors, such as toggle bolts, which may
provide a solution. If using drywall anchors, please
be sure the anchors and the wall have the ability
to support the weight of your TV. Please note
that the supplied anchors may not be the correct
ones for your individual situation, so you should
check with a local professional.
