3.1 Mounting in furniture

When the lift is mounted in a furniture make sure the maximum stroke of the lift
does not pass the side panels of the furniture. This will prevent pinching of fingers
etc.

Keep at least 5 to10 mm free between the moving and static parts of the furniture.
